   The economic downturn has taken its toll on many across the nation and has had its effect on our organization as 
well.  We have seen an increase in those seeking assistance and struggle to meet their needs.  Rising costs in every 
aspect of society has put a strain on us all.  Many who have never had to use food pantries, soup kitchens or apply for 
public assistance have found themselves reaching out to human service organizations to fill the gap. 
   The financial crunch to provide services to those in need has stretched our already tight budget.  Though we are 
good stewards of the funds entrusted to us, we were not prepared for the influx of requests for assistance received. 
   The Minot Area Homeless Coalition has been very busy through the first six months of 2008.  We have assisted 
over 1,613 people with services, food, clothing, household items, transportation, information & referral , outreach and 
community awareness & education presentations.  Our support of the food pantries continues and in February through 
our Have A Heart Food Drive, we raised over 4,000 lbs of food.  Financial support to our Community Luncheon/
Dinner (Soup Kitchens) facilities continues as they deal with increase usage.  As part of the City of Minot 10 Year 
Plan Steering Committee to end chronic homeless, we have been moving forward with the implementation of the ap-
proved plan. 
   The MAHC continues to be an integral part of the North Dakota Coalition for Homeless People.  We endeavor to 
continue to bring federal dollars into the state to maintain and enhance housing and services for those in need. 
   The collaborations we have formed with other entities has allowed us to continue to serve those in need.  Covering 
seven counties is a daunting task and could not be accomplished without them and our many volunteers.
